I know she came to every shower and graduation party for Deanna 

and Danya as well as any other special event for everyone in Syd-

neyôs age group and beyond with a smile and happiness for them 

that radiated to everyone. I remember 

Danya wanting to have a little ñafternoon 

teaò before going off to TCU, and she 

was the first on her list to invite. She 

came with her ability to be the life of the 

party without drawing attention to her-

self. 

The blessing she is to her children and grandchildren is an inspira-

tion for all of us. I can never remember a complaint from her lips 

or a time when she wasnôt pitching in helping with whatever event 

was going on.

The 

look on her face was priceless! How thankful we were that we 

could be a part of gathering together to ask the Lordôs blessings on 

her that day and prayed that He grant her many more birthdays. 

This scripture placed on her blessing card signifies my thankful-

ness to God for allowing her to be in my life. ñI thank my God in 

all my remembrance of you, always offering prayer with joy in my

for you all, in

day until 

now. For I am confident of this very thing, that He who began a 

good work in you will perfect it until the day of Christ Je-

susò (Philippians 1:3-6) NASB. 
 

Another person who makes me thankful that Iôve known him is a 

man known to all as Pappy Mac. The father of a former head of 

school, Pappy came on board to help with the countless mainte-

nance tasks involved in running a school built on less than a shoe-

string budget. His talents and abilities were amazing, and faculty 

members as well as students knew that if Pappy couldnôt fix it, it 

couldnôt be fixed. He also had the gift of getting along with any age 

group. Preschoolers and elementary students were always giving 

him high fives in the hall. Mothers begged for their teenage sons to 

be hired to work for him during the summer so that they could 

learn the skills he possessed as well as witness the incredible work 

ethic that is becoming a lost virtue. That work ethic created a re-

spect in all of us, and when he said, ñJump!ò We said, ñHow 

high?ò Like Miss Betty, Pappy was always doing for his children, 

grandchildren and the host of others who adopted their name for 

him. From moving furniture to cooking special lunches, his servant 

spirit radiated to his coworkers.  I had a really hard time locking 

the doors to the secondary building for a long time. One day I came 

to school and Pappy said in his West Texas drawl, ñMiss Trent, I 

done fixed them doors so you wonôt have no more trouble with 

them.ò Then he took me to the doors and proudly displayed his 

solution. He had fashioned a metal piece shaped like a bicycle han-

dle bar that fit into the push bars of the door so that they were held 

together, making them impossible to open from the outside. It did-

nôt matter whether the door was locked or not because it was not 

going to open. His days of owning a bicycle shop had come in 

handy. Sometimes Dave and I laughingly called his work Albert 

Jobs because like the projects of Daveôs dad Albert Trent, who also 

had a knack for fixing things, the finished product was not always 

pretty, but it worked. 
 

Sometimes a group of people can make you thankful that you had 

the time you spent with them. This was the case for me with the 

congregation of 

Shady Acres Baptist 

Church in Brazoria, 

Texas. I have often 

referred to myself as 

an itinerant pianist 

because whenever I 

wasnôt actively playing the piano or organ in my own church, I 

played for small country churches in the surrounding area of Bra-

zoria County. At one time I think I counted that I had played for at 

least twelve different small churches in our association. Usually I 

only played once or twice when the regular pianist was out of 

town, but my stay at Shady Acres lasted from October 2007 to May 

2008. I canôt remember a Sunday when several people did not ex-

press to me how thankful they were that I was there, yet in the end, 

I was the one who was truly thankful and blessed for having been 

in their presence which always radiated the presence of the Lord. 
 

The very first Sunday I remember saying ñThank youò to an eld-

erly man holding out a bird house with a cross on top to look like a 

church. Apparently, that was his gift to anyone who came to Shady 

Acres. What a way to use your gifts for the Lord! 
 

Every Sunday, Brother David would say, ñDid you bring a thimble 

or a number two washtub? Did you come to be filled?ò They al-

ways answered, ñA number two washtub.ò And it was true. I never 

heard a complaint about the type of music I 

played, the congregation sang or the special 

music given. I could play ñIt Is Well with 

My Soulò for the offertory or ñShout to the 

Lordò and the special music could be the 

most country song youôve ever heard and 

the people worshipped. I will forever have 

the picture in my mind of the couple in their nineties sitting (not 

standing because they couldnôt) with their hands raised and tears 

streaming down their eyes as they sang the old hymns. Then 

Brother David would preach with a passion for Godôs Word that 

would cause a number two washtub to overflow. One of my former 

students recently posted a scripture that describes the worship ex-

perience with the congregation of First Baptist, Shady Acres, 

ñTherefore, since we receive a kingdom which cannot be shaken, 

let us show gratitude, by which we may offer to God an acceptable 

service with reverence and awe; for our God is a consuming 

fireò (Hebrews 12:28-29) NASB. 
 

The first Sunday was not the only one that I received thank-you 

gifts. Once there was a sack of collard greens next to my Bible on

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the pew. Although my dad was quite the gardener when I was a 

child, I had to ask Pappy how to cook those. 
 

At Christmastime a lady asked me to go with her to her car. ñI 

make wreathes,ò she explained, ñand when I was praying about 

who to give these to, I was driving through Lake Jackson, and your 

name came to mind for one of them.ò It was the most beautiful 

Christmas wreath that I hang with pride on my door each year now. 

She used her talents for the Lord by showing thankfulness. 

In thinking about all of these people, both individuals plus the 

whole congregation, I think about the verse, ñGive and it will be 

given to you, pressed down, and running overò (Luke 6:38) NASB. 

They gave what they had been given. They didnôt have perfect 

lives as I can think of much heartache that each had endured, yet 

they gave of themselves with a thankful heart, and in so doing they 

blessed others and brought glory to the Lord.

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Master Plan Layout  

Building Update  

 

Trinity Baptist Church purchased approxi-
mately 15 acres of land at the intersection of 
Fry Rd. and Spring Green Blvd. in the Fall of 
2006.  The church enlisted the services of 
Paul Lodholz, AIA, LEEDTM AP with Ziegler-
Cooper Architects in Houston to develop a 
Master-Plan Layout. 
 
In the Fall of 2008, Trinity began raising 
funds and pledges toward the construction of 
Phase 1 of the Master Plan.  Currently, Phase 
1 is a 15,000 square foot facility that would 
seat approximately 340 in worship with cor-
responding education and office space. 
 
As of the publication of this magazine, the 
Architect and our General Contractor are 
working on developing the Construction 
Documents (blueprints) with the goal of 
breaking ground within the next few months.  
 
We are excited to see what God will do as we 
approach the deciding vote to move forward 
with building Phase 1 of our new facility.
